NOMINATION PROCESS FOR FAST FRIDAYS
With the continued growth of the Fast Friday competitor numbers these events have experienced
some growing pains with trying to get the Speedway and Drag Racing teams into the pit paddock
area.

Perth Motorplex will be automating many of its administration tasks in the coming seasons which
eventually see racers entering online and printing their tickets right there and then. However the
first step in this process is to create a pre-event nomination system which works well including the
following list of benefits:

Online system up and running

Pit Paddock Bay Allocations done to ensure no wasting space.
Classes will be pitted together to ensure smoother running event.
Grid Draws Done prior to the event

Timing System Set up prior to the event

With this in mind the Management of the Perth Motorplex will utilise the nomination process for
the Auto Trader Fast Friday Sportsman Speedway events for the new season:

Nominations close 4pm Wednesday before each event—no exceptions.

An online Fast Friday entry system has now been set up for your convenience via the COM-
PETITOR section at www.motorplex.com.au

If you don’t have access to the internet please contact Stephenie at office to enter.

The nomination fee of $45 payable will apply for each event. (Juniors $35)

At the competitor gate you will receive an entry form.

Nomination form must be completed in its entirety including pit crew names.

Hand the nomination form into the scrutineering team

If you don’t nominate or are late: Rear of Field Start positions for first two races
PIT PADDOCK PARKING ALLOCATION

For the new season we are endeavouring to allocate pit paddock bays as per the nominations
received.

With this in mind each team will be allocated with road to road bays unless otherwise advised—
assuming that your team have a car/trailer combo or rigid pan truck.

If you have a semi trailer you will be required to inform the Perth Motorplex office of your trans-
porters dimensions and we will allocate your pit requirements accordingly.

We urge all the teams to do the right thing be good neighbours to their fellow Speedway teams,
please pit with same divisions and not use any unnecessary space in the paddock area.

SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS
These Supplementary Regulations are for all racers to ensure they
understand the track rules and have the following items prior to
round 1 of the Auto Trader Fast Friday event on November 2.

SANCTION: The National Association of Speedway Racing (NASR)
sanctions the Speedway at Perth Motorplex as an International A
Grade Speedway Racing facility and all racing will be under the
guidelines laid down by this association. Competitors must hold a
valid NASR License to compete at NASR Speedway racing events.

If you don’t have your NASR licence card you will be required to pay
for a One Day NASR Licence — no exceptions. One Day NASR Li-
cence’s are $50 each, which can only be done once per season.
After Fast Friday 1 the One Day NASR Licences will no longer be
available on the event day from the Track.

Competitors without an up to date NASR licence can contact NASR
WA on Tel: (08) 9361 9666 during business hours to arrange.

Ground Sheet: You will all know by now that all teams must use a
ground sheet under their racing machine whilst parked in the pits.
The “No Ground Sheet No Race” rule will apply. The ground sheet
should be 1 meter over hang around your race vehicle.

Noise Management Plan (NMP): The Perth Motorplex is required
to have a NMP. The NMP is in place to ensure that all vehicles
likely to exceed the noise limit must be annually noise tested and
individually certified for compliance to meet 95dba at 30m. Please
do the right thing and ensure your race car or bike has the correct
mulffler fitted. If your machine is too noisy you will be black flagged.

SUPPLEMENTARY REGULATIONS (continued)
Curfew: The Perth Motorplex has a race curfew of 10.30pm and
11pm absolute curfew if there have been extenuating circum-
stances. Engines must not be started after 11pm.

Pit Speed Limit: Perth Motorplex encourages fans to visit the rac-
ers in the pits to assist to build heroes of the sport. We remind you
that the speed limit in the pits is walking pace.

Note: Sprintcars and any non clutched vehicles are required to be
pushed or towed whilst moving around the pits and must not drive
in the pit area. Any team/driver found to be in breach of this rule,
will be disqualified from the event.

Pit Vehicles/Bikes:  For the new season crews will be required to
wear a helmet. The pit speed limit for the team push/tow vehicles is
no faster than walking pace only. If this vehicle is caught speeding
in the facility, it will be parked for the duration of the event. Multiple
offenders will be banned from using the pit vehicle. Once you have
entered the racing arena, please look out for the instructions from
the infield officials.

Red Light Stoppages: It will be at the discretion of the Race Direc-
tors whether the pit gate is to be opened or closed.

Once it is deemed the track is safe to start the cars: The Clerk of
Course will sound an air-horn and a yellow light will indicate a driver
must restart. From the time the restart has been ordered (air-horn
and yellow light) the driver will have 2 minutes to be running.

If the driver misses the 2 minutes they will go to the rear of the field
or if the race is ready to restart and the driver is still not ready they
will be pushed infield and out of the race.

Control of Pit Crew: A driver shall be held responsible for the ac-
tions of his/her pit crew or team owner from the time they enter the
Speedway complex including public areas and car parks until they
leave the complex.

Staging Lanes: Please don't be late to get into the staging lanes.
If you take to long the pit gate will be shut — no exceptions.

Scrutineering:  All vehicles competing at the Perth Motorplex must
present themselves for machine examining prior to competition at
the track scrutineering facility.

Fire Extinguishers: The Perth Motorplex encourages all teams to
carry a fire extinguisher in their team transporter/ute/trailer etc. For
the safety of your equipment and team this item should be one of
the most important items of your tool kit.

Competitor, Crew and Officials Indemnity: All racers, crews and
officials are required to sign an indemnity at the pit credentials office
prior to competition. It is a requirement of NASR and the Perth
Motorplex that only racers, crew and officials who sign the indem-
nity form are able to participate.

Smoking: Smoking is not permitted in the hot areas, staging lanes,
indoor areas, Junior pits and the Speedway infield.
