With entry numbers growing it is almost impossible to get the Pit
Allocations, event schedule and your tickets mailed out in time. So please teams no ex-
cuses get your entries in on time by the due date.

Eg: The Grand Opening Showdown: Nominations close W  ednesday 17 October.

To assist the teams to remember to nominate we have included the entry close off dates in
the COMING EVENTS bar on the front page of this document.

Please Note: Due to print deadlines and potential
for the Christmas / New Year Super Speedway events  being Boxing Day Dec 26, and
January 5 will be all at the same time. The close off date for these events will be

Wednesday December 5, 2007 eg: Entries close SS4,5. (SS = Super Speedway and
number = event number)

NEW PROCESS—NOMINATION FEES
Perth Motorplex will be automating many of it's administration tasks in the coming seasons
which will eventually see racers entering online and printing their tickets etc right there and
then. This will allow us to email Pit Allocations and other relevant event material thus taking
out the lag time of conventional post.

The first step to this operational process is to encourage racers to enter online. Of course
for this to work entries need to be in on time and so Late Entries and Manual (posted in or
brought into the office) will attract a penalty.

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NOMINATION PROCESS
Normal entry will close 10 days prior to the event unless other-
wise stated on the entry form. Late entries will be accepted up
until the Wednesday prior to the event.

The Late Nomination fee will be enforced with absolutely no ex-
ceptions.

At several Super Speedway events this season the Sprintcar
teams will be required to pay a Sprintcar Entrants Group (SEG)
TV levy on your nomination form. These AHG Sprintcar Series
rounds will be replayed on the Fox Checked Flag Program
which is great promotional news for the Sprintcar Teams. This
levy will only be an additional $100 on top of your nomination
fee, which means you don‘t have to pay on the night.

The Nomination process is listed on the supplementa
regulations.
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The nomination process for the Super Speedway events will re-
main the same as last season:

The Nomination Form must be completed in it's entirety in-
cluding the Pit Crew names.

The manual form nomination fee of $155 (or $105 online)
will apply for each one day event (unless otherwise stated
on entry form) and you will receive a complimentary event
program on race night.

The two day event manual form nomination fee of $200 (or
$150 online) will apply (unless otherwise stated on entry
form)

The AMB Timing transponder will be provided on an event
by event basis in the price of the nomination.

Nominations will close at 4pm 10 days, before each event.

It is essential that the PM office receive your entry form and

nomination fee on the due dates.

On the Friday after nominations close we will mail your

competitor tickets, pit allocation and event schedule to you.
The closing date for the 27th October, Grand Openin g will
be Wednesday 17 " October 2007.

LATE NOMINATIONS

No late entries will be accepted after the Wednesday prior to the
race meeting. Any entries received after the official entry close
off day WILL BE charged an additional $65 on top of the nomi-
nation fee (this season no exceptions).

LATEST NASR PIT RULES
The following are the rules which should apply to the pit
area. Any breach of these rules by the driver or his crew may
result in exclusion of the driver from the pits and racing and may
also result in further action from the meeting officials.

i) There is to be no drinking of alcohol either at least 12

hours before or during the meeting and glass contain-

ers must not be used at any time in pit areas.

No intoxicated persons or persons under the influence

of drugs are allowed in the pits or track area.

Smoking is not permitted in the pit area with the excep-

tion of designated areas.

Minimum dress requirements are shorts, short sleeved

shirt or t-shirt and covered shoes. Open shoes must

not be worn in pit area. For people working on cars in

pit area shorts should cover knees.

Axle stands must be used at all times if a person is

working under a car.

Any fuel brought into the pit area must be stored in an

approved container.

Cars in the pits must be driven at a speed not exceed-

ing a reasonable walking pace at all times.

Quad bikes must only ever be ridden at a speed not

exceeding a brisk walking pace within the speedway

complex. A helmet complying with AS1698 as mini-

mum standard (may be open face helmet) must be

worn by rider.

No riding on cars or additional people on quads; only

riders permitted on quads.

Children are not permitted in the pit area under the age

of 16 years. The exception to this rule:

. Children aged 14 or 15 years who possess a
NASR Licence and/or Personal Accident Insur-
ance.

Children aged 10 to 14 must possess a NASR
Licence and/or Personal Accident Insurance
and are actively competing in the race meeting.
(NSW to check legislative requirements).
No push starting of Sprintcars, Speedcars or any class
of car with or without a clutch in any part of pit area.
Minimum standards for fire and first aid response must
be in place before engine starts.
Drivers must have permission from pit marshal or race
director for push starts on race track prior to and during
race meetings.
All cars must be scrutineered prior to practice or rac-
ing.
Full racing safety gear must be worn for all engine
starts, practice and racing including helmets, clothing,
gloves, neck collar and all belts must be tightened.
Drivers and crew must follow directions of speedway,
fire and ambulance officials at all times.
Any person who has been injured at race meeting
must report the incident to the secretary of the race
meeting on the day of the meeting.
Any person having problems in the pits should bring
them to the attention of the Pit Marshall immediately.
Abusive behaviour or misconduct is not to be tolerated
and any incident must be reported to the Chief Stew-
ard immediately.
Cars that have withdrawn from racing should advise
the Pit Marshall as soon as possible.
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
