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1. SANCTION: The National Association of Speedway Racing (NASR) sanctions the Speedway at Perth Motorplex 
as an International A Grade Speedway Racing facility and all racing will be under the guidelines laid down by this 
association. Competitors must hold a valid NASR License to compete at NASR Speedway racing events.  

2. ENTRY FEES: The entry fee and close of entry date will be advised prior to each event and are payable upon 
lodgement of the entry. All non online manual entries will be subject to a $50.00 handling fee. 

3. ENTRY CLOSING DATE: Entries close 10 days prior to the event unless otherwise advised. 

4. LATE ENTRY: Late entries are available up until the Wednesday prior to the event date and will be subject to the 
late entry fee of an additional $65 as outlined on the entry form.  After the late entry Wednesday close off 
absolutely no entries will be received.  Late entries will start rear of field for first two qualifying races.  

5. WITHDRAWN ENTRIES: Competitors who are forced to withdraw prior to the event should advise the office so 
that their paddock allocation can be redistributed. Any unused tickets must  be returned prior to race day if a credit 
is required. Racers who repeatedly nominate but do not race to take advantage of racer discount passes will be 
invoiced the difference. 

6. RACER REFUND POLICY: To obtain a refund on purchased tickets; 

·  All racer and racer discount tickets must be returned to the Perth Motorplex office prior to 
the event. 

Racers using passes and not attempting to race may result in a request for the balance of the monetary value of 
passes prior to further acceptance of the future event entry. 

7. NON-ACCEPTANCE OF ENTRIES: Speedway at Perth Motorplex reserves the right to refuse any entry 
without any reason being given. 

8. CREW NAMES MUST BE ON ENTRY FORM: Please note teams, that your pit crew names and their NASR 
numbers must be included on your entry form.  If your entry form is received to the Motorplex office without 
this information the form will be sent back to you to be filled in correctly.  Please note that you will be required 
to have the completed entry form into the office prior to the close-off date on the entry form. 

9. COMPETITOR GATE PROCEDURE:  Teams the only way to gain entry via the competitor gate is to have a 
racer/crew ticket (4 with each entry) or have a current NASR License which will allow you to purchase an entry 
ticket at the comp gate.  Please don’t forget your racer/crew tickets or your NASR card or you will be required to 
park up at the main car park.  If you have someone ‘drop off parts’ on race day they will not be allowed to drive 
into the pit/paddock area.  Please be organised before you get to the track.  

10. PIT/PADDOCK PASSES / CREDENTIALS: Entrant pit/paddock pass allocations (including driver) are as follows: 
All Super Speedway Competitors (4) and Junior Sedan racers (1 racer and 2 Adults). All racer/crew, discount 
passes, pit/paddock allocations, and vehicle passes will be mailed out prior to the event along with event 
schedules. 

11. RACER DISCOUNT PASSES: Perth Motorplex Racer discount passes can be purchased prior to each event by 
NASR license holders who are competing at that event. These may be purchased on the entry form or in person 
at the administration building during normal working hours no later than 48 hours prior to the event.  

12. COMPETITOR, CREW AND OFFICIALS INDEMNITY: All racers, crew and officials are required to sign an 
indemnity at the accreditation office prior to competition. It is a requirement of the National Association of 
Speedway Racing and Speedway at Perth Motorplex that only those racers, crew and officials who sign the 
indemnity form are able to participate. 

13. NOISE MANAGEMENT PLAN (NMP):  The Perth Motorplex is required to have a NMP.  The NMP is in place to 
ensure that all vehicles likely to exceed the noise limit must be annually noise tested and individually certified for 
compliance to meet 95dba at 30m.  Please do the right thing and ensure your racecar has the correct muffler 
fitted. If your machine is too noisy you will be black-flagged.  Noise testing will be carried out on the 2 Wednesday 
nights prior to the first Super Speedway show.  All Sprintcar and Late Model teams please ensure you attend one 
of these nights to certify your racing machine.  

14. TIME CURFEW:  Time will be allocated for each race at an event and should a division use more than their 
allocated time through crashes or restarts etc, the race may be declared at the next incident to ensure that events 
can be finished. As much flexibility as possible will be exercised, however everyone must accept that these 
conditions are a fact of modern racing life. Please note: The advertised feature will take priority. 
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15. PADDOCK ALLOCATION AREAS: Paddock areas are restricted. Please indicate the size bay that you require. 
Paddock allocations will be advised by mail prior to the event. Perth Motorplex will endeavour to group all vehicles 
from the same Division together and some requests may not be acceptable if the vehicles are from different 
Divisions.  

16. PADDOCK ALLOCATION SIZES:  Paddock Allocation areas are restricted to sizes listed below per entry and 
based on the size of each bay (11m x 4.5m).  Transporters are absolutely not to be parked on the road. 

·  4* bays max (22m x 9m)  

·  2* bays max - Can be either side by side (11m x 9m)  or Inline (22m x 4.5m)  

·  1* Bay (11m x 4.5m)  

17. GROUND SHEET – PIT PADDOCK:  All teams must use a ground sheet under their racing machine whilst 
parked in the pit paddock. The “No Ground Sheet No Race” rule will apply and includes practice and race events. 
The ground sheet should be 1 meter over hang around  your race vehicle .  

18. AXLE STANDS:  Axle stands must be used at all times if a person is working under a car. 

19. FUEL: Any fuel brought into the pit paddock area must be stored in an approved container. 

20. PIT PADDOCK SPEED LIMIT:  Perth Motorplex encourages fans to visit the racers in the pits to assist to build 
heroes of the sport.   We remind teams that the speed limit in the pit paddock area is slow walking pace. Please 
Note: Sprintcars and any non-clutched vehicles are required to be pushed or towed whilst moving around the pits 
and must not drive in the pit area.  Any team/driver found to be in breach of this rule, will be disqualified from the 
event. 

21. PIT PADDOCK VEHICLES/BIKES:   The pit paddock speed limit for the team push/tow vehicles is no faster than 
walking pace only.  As per the new NASR pit rules the rider will be req uired to wear a helmet .  If this vehicle 
is caught speeding in the facility, it will be parked for the duration of the event.  Multiple offenders will be banned 
from using the pit vehicle.  No riding on race cars or additional people on quads; only riders permitted. Once you 
have entered the racing arena, please look out for the instructions from the infield officials.  Only licensed drivers 
are permitted to operate vehicles anywhere on the venue. No one under the age of 17 is permitted to operate any 
type of vehicle (motorised or non-motorised) at Perth Motorplex. Teams that violate these rules will result in 
possible loss of racing privileges. 

22. TRAILERS / TRANSPORTERS / TOW VEHICLES AND TEND ER CARS: Fully enclosed caravan style trailers 
and purpose built ramp trucks will be permitted into the paddock area at the discretion of the management. 
Awnings, poles, ropes etc must remain inside the boundary of your paddock allocation.  All competitors will 
receive one (1) tow car pass and one (1) trailer car parking pass. All other vehicles not displaying a tow car tender 
pass must be parked in the competitor car park area or as direct by officials. 

23. MOTORISED SUPPORT VEHICLES: Perth Motorplex would like to emphasize that skateboards, roller-blades, 
razor-scooters and roller-skates are prohibited. Anyone found in possession of these items will have them 
confiscated until completion of the event. A second infraction may result in the loss of race privileges.  

24. POWER: Whilst power is available in the paddock it is restricted to 120 watts for lighting etc. Extension cords 
must be in good condition and must not cross roads. Please bring your own generators should your power 
requirements be greater than 120 watts. 

25. CONTROL OF PIT CREW: A driver shall be held responsible for the actions of his/her pit crew or team owner, 
from the time they enter the Speedway at Perth Motorplex including public areas and car parks until they leave the 
complex. Pit crew members that remain on the infield during their driver’s race will have their driver disqualified 
from the said race.  In the event of the crew being directed to remain on the infield they should report directly to 
the Clerk of Course.   

26. PIT PADDOCK BINS: Please do the right thing and use the provided bins to put your rubbish in and not on the 
ground.  PLEASE don’t put waste oil, batteries or tyres in t he wheelie bins.   

27. UNWANTED TYRES IN PADDOCK AREA: All teams are required to take their old unwanted tyres away from the 
track or penalties will apply. 

28. WASTE OIL: Waste oil bins are located at several positions in the paddock area. The main area is the end of the 
scrutineering building. Disposal of waste fluids in any other area is strictly prohibited. 
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29. PIT CREW VIEWING AREA: The Pit crew viewing area is a SAFETY GLASSES zone. 

30. HOT AREA – STAGING LANES:  Please don’t be late to get into the staging lanes when your division marshal 
calls for your race. The hot area is defined as the area in front of the staging lanes; the entire racetrack bounded 
by the spectator fences and the hot shutdown area. The hot area can only be accessed by racers, crew and 
officials who are 16 years of age or older who have the correct colour armband on. The exception to this rule: 
Children aged 14 or 15 who possess a NASR Licence or children aged 10 to 14 must possess a NASR Licence 
and actively competing in the race meeting. 

31. GETTING CARS ON TRACK:  If you take too long the pit gate will be shut – no exceptions. When the staging 
lane marshal calls you for your race, please ensure you are suited up and ready to move onto the track.  You will 
be given a maximum of two minutes from the time the pit gate opens and your division is called to be on the track 
and ready to race, failure to be ready on time will force closure of the gate and race starting with out you.  To 
speed up the process of push starting the Sprintcars and Speedcars we will be using the inside motorcycle track 
on most occasions during the season under the direction of the Clerk of Course with the first cars (50% of field 
size) out onto the track being pushed around to the back straight, with the remaining cars starting on the main 
straight. We will endeavor not to start the cars until all the cars are on the track and ready to go.  This initiative 
speeds up the start up and formation time for each race. 

32. SCRUTINEERING: All vehicles competing at Perth Motorplex must present themselves for scrutineering prior to 
competition. Vehicles being scrutineered should present themselves in race ready condition. 

33. SPRINTCAR SCRUTINEERING – CLOSES AT 4.15PM: To assist the scrutineering team in their processing of 
race vehicles the new closing time for Sprintcar Machine Examining is 4.15pm. After this time, you will miss 
engine starts and hot laps if applicable. In addition any later than this you will start rear of field for your first two 
races.  Scrutineering commences at 2.45pm. 

34. SAFETY EQUIPMENT: NASR/SCCA approved Helmet/neck style safety devices are compulsory for all Sprintcar 
drivers to be worn in accordance to manufacturer specifications. 

35. AMB TRANSPONDER PLACEMENT:   The AMB transponder will be fitted at scrutineering prior to competition.  
We thank the teams that have assisted in mounting the transponder bracket. Please ensure you have your 
bracket that was given to you last season to ensure a smooth running process for fitting of the transponders.  If 
you don’t have a bracket they are available to purchase for $10 on the night. 

To ensure you understand where your bracket should be fitted we have listed the following divisions: 

Sprintcars: Mounted behind front torsion bar tubes – on  left hand front up right. 
Late Models: On flat rail at front of car 
Speedcars: Similar to Sprintcar 
Mod Sedan: Inside – LHR passenger area. 
Super Sedan: On flat rail at front of car 
Formula 500s: Left or right side of car inline with steering wheel approx 3” above bottom chassis rail. 
Jnr Sedans: Same as Mod Sedan (100mm hole in floor well behind driver) 

36. TRANSPONDER REMOVAL:  Most teams will have noted that the racing machine must past through the 
scrutineering building after your final race for the AMB Transponder to be removed.  A couple of drivers have 
chosen to drive past without stopping.  This is not acceptable as the timing team have to chase up the respective 
team for retrieval.  If your car doesn’t deliver the transponder as required your points and purse will be withheld. 

37. SPRINTCAR ENGINE STARTS:  Please ensure you are in the staging lane by no later than 4.25pm as engine 
starts will start at 4.30pm. If you miss this time (4.25pm) you miss engine starts and hot laps if applicable.   

38. FIRE EXTINGUISHERS: For the safety of your equipment and team the Perth Motorplex encourages all teams to 
carry a fire extinguisher as part of the tool kit in their team transporter/ute/trailer etc.   

39. PERMANENT RACE NUMBERS: All vehicles are required to comply with the relevant division rules on vehicle 
numbering. You are responsible for ensuring your racing number is easily readable from the control tower. No 
discussions will take place if results are entered incorrectly into the timing computer due to unreadable numbers.  

40. STAGING LANE ALLOCATION: Staging lane officials and bracket marshals will advise staging lane allocations 
during the event. 
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41. STOPPING ON TRACK TO FORCE A STOPPAGE: Any driver who in the opinion of the Stewards, has purposely 
spun or stopped on the race track for force a race stoppage will be automatically black flagged. 

42. RED LIGHT STOPPAGES: It will be at the discretion of the Race Director whether the pit gate is to be opened or 
closed.  CLOSED RED OR OPEN RED:  In the event of a RED light stoppage, a solid red light will be shown for 
all competing cars to come to a complete stand still.  Take care not to pass the crash site as we need to provide 
safe access for the fire, medical and officials or penalties will apply.  Pit Crews:  Please remain at the pit viewing 
area and do not rush the gates, as they will remain closed until the order is given.  If the call comes for an OPEN 
RED the track warning lights will FLASH RED, which means the gate will be opened for the crews to enter the 
designated infield (bike track) work area. 

CLOSED RED  = Solid Red Light / OPEN RED = Flashing  Red Light 

Once it is deemed the track is safe to start the cars: The Clerk of Course will sound an air-horn and a yellow light 
will indicate a driver must restart.  From the time the restart has been ordered (air-horn and yellow light) the driver 
will have 2 minutes on the time-clock to have his/her car running.  If the driver misses the 2 minutes they will go to 
the rear of the field or if the race is ready to restart and the driver is still not ready they will be pushed infield and 
out of the race. 

43. ON TRACK BREAKAGES: Any competitor who is unlucky enough to have a breakage or accident will be 
required to stay with their racing machine to assist the crash crew with its removal from the track.  Please ensure 
the car is out of gear and the steering wheel remains with the car.  

44. LEAVING THE TRACK AFTER RACE: At the completion of your race, move slowly around the track and exit 
without passing cars.  

45. EVENT TROPHY PRESENTATION: Trophy presentation will take place trackside during the event as close to 
their respective divisions final race as possible.  Where possible immediately after their final race of the event. All 
winners, runners up and third place getters will receive a trophy for their respective division.  Racers are reminded 
to remain in their race suit for photo opportunities. 

46. PRIZEMONEY/GST: Prize money is payable into your nominated account.  GST will be paid on any prize monies 
won if so indicated on the rear of each entry form. 

47. POINT SCORE: The point score can be viewed on the competitor bulletins, scrutineering building on race day or 
by visiting the Perth Motorplex website at www.motorplex.com.au 

48. POINTS SCORE AVERAGE: No point average will be given to competitors that are not competing at The 
Speedway at Perth Motorplex unless the relative Australian Championship is scheduled on the same night for the 
same division or otherwise advised.  

49. SMOKING: Smoking is not permitted in the hot areas or designated viewing areas. 

50. ALCOHOL: No alcohol is to be consumed in the pit paddock during the event. Any racer, crew or official found to 
have been drinking during the event would be disqualified from continued participation at the event. Random 
breath testing is conducted at Perth Motorplex, Kwinana Beach. 

51. DRUGS: The use of illegal substances is strictly forbidden at Perth Motorplex. Penalties will apply for those 
persons found to be in breach of this rule. 

52. ANIMALS / PETS: No animals/pets are permitted at Perth Motorplex on race day. 

53. ADVERTISING: No material, which in any way advertises tobacco products, may be displayed on any race 
vehicle or on the attire of driver/rider or crew whilst at Perth Motorplex.  Racers can have sponsor signage within 
the confines of their Pit Paddock bay only. 

54. FIREWORKS: Are banned at Perth Motorplex. The use of such will result in penalties being applied. 

55. MERCHANDISE: Racers are permitted to sell merchandise appertaining directly to their race operation within the 
confines of their paddock allocation only. 

56. CATERING: On site catering can only be arranged through the Perth Motorplex contracted caterer. 

57. TRACK FM RADIO: The tracks FM radio is located on 98.8FM
